Losing one’s legitimate and legal borders and losing one’s territorial integrity is losing 
one’s soul as a Country, a State, a Nation, a People, and a Race. 
 
However, our legitimate and legal borders are very clearly delineated on maps produced 
(carried out) by the U.S.A. to fulfil the needs of their war in Vietnam during the 60s and 
70s decades. I am thinking, in particular, of the military maps delineating very precisely, 
at a sufficiently large scale, the borders between Thailand, Cambodia, Vietnam, and Laos. 
On these US military maps (which were far from being kind to the Cambodia “of 
Norodom Sihanouk”), the smallest villages, streams, ponds, water sources, trails, knolls, 
were shown because the US troops and their satellite countries in [combat] operations 
needed these details.

The issue is, therefore, not to proceed to a new delineation of the borders between 
Thailand and Cambodia, between Vietnam and Cambodia, between Laos and Cambodia, 
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but to demand (which is faithful to International Law, and also to the good traditions of 
relationships between [neighboring] states) that our 3 neighbors (Thailand, SRV, Popular 
Democratic Republic of Laos) respect the acts, “on the ground,” of land and maritime 
borders delineation between Thailand and Cambodia, between Vietnam and Cambodia, 
and between Laos and Cambodia. This is about the delineation from 1963 and 1969, and 
based on what was clearly indicated on the U.S. ([which was] anti-Sihanouk) military 
maps from the 60s and 70s decades.

On the Cambodian side, who should be officially designated by the RGC and the National 
Assembly of the (2nd) Kingdom of Cambodia to verify on the ground, for each kilometer, 
the acceptance and the changes ([in the case] they are unacceptable to us, Khmers) of this 
delineation at any given locations? 
 
Without mentioning [the need for] administrative personnel, important police and military 
[support], and to talk only about the “leaders” who must work and camp on “the ground,” 
we have to nominate by Royal Kret [Decree] the following leadership: 1 Representative 
from CPP, 1 Representative from FUNCINPEC, 1 Representative from SRP, and, if 
possible, Mr. Sean Pengse (Cambodia’s Border Committee President, he was a former 
pro-Lon Nol, and not pro-Sihanouk.)

It is most likely that our 3 neighbors will reject such a process, such a solution to resolve 
the borders issue should not have existed. If they reject it, this will prove that they really 
want to kill Cambodia, and they want to make her disappear in a not too distant future.
